HAPPY BIRTHDAY USA -- Happy Fourth of July! | wish, God's blessing on you, my
brothers, your ladies and families, and to our beloved Nation — the Good Old USA!

May God grant you many years! Our nation’s Declaration of Independence from
intolerant rule and unjust laws was enacted some 230 years ago. | would like to share a few
thoughts | have on its meaning to each of us and its application to today. First let's take a look
at the opening statement of the Declaration which states the basis upon which the Declaration
stands.

“When in the Course of human events it becomes necessary
for one people to dissolve the political bands which have connected
them with another and to assume among the powers of the earth, the
separate and equal station to which the Laws of Nature and of
Nature’s God entitle them, a decent respect to the opinions of mankind requires that they should
declare the causes which impel them to the separation.

We hold these truths to be self-evident, that all men are created equal, that they are
endowed by their Creator with certain unalienable Rights, that among these are Life, Liberty and
the pursuit of Happiness. — That to secure these rights, Governments are instituted among Men,
deriving their just powers from the consent of the governed......

These first three sentences state that the Laws of Nature and of God entitle us certain rights given by God which
are “unalienable.” These rights are Life, Liberty and the pursuit of Happiness. The last sentence goes on to say that
governments are formed and derive their power from the consent of the governed.

We are already experiencing the whittling away of the right to Life — the first of the “unalienable rights” mentioned.
| am gratified that the Supreme Court has begun to address this issue and pray that eventually the evils of Roe v. Wade will
eventually be overturned. There are rumblings of euthanasia on the horizon. We cannot allow that to become the law of
the land. | ask you, my brothers and ladies to continue to pray that the courts and our legislatures review the precedents
written in our nation’s foundation documents and that they take them seriously. Quite
frankly, “unalienable right” means just that — it is inalienable!

A few weeks ago, The Sacramento Bee reported that the California State
Legislature had a pending Bill to allow people of the same gender to get married legally in
California. The Legislature is working to change the definition of marriage as enacted by
the people of this state. Supposedly, they would do this by eliminating all references to
gender in the State law. A few years back, a voter initiative was passed that firmly declared
that marriage is solely between a man and a woman. Using the words of the Declaration of
Independence, the governed spoke to all in the State, that marriage is only between a man
and a woman. Apparently a number of our legislators are unfamiliar with the Declaration of
Independence, or failed their basic civics lessons, or have chosen to ignore the “...power
they have derived from the governed.”

Soon we will be celebrating the birth of our American Nation. Our fathers, a few
generations removed, worked to establish it, fought to defend it, paid taxes to build it —
but never paid tribute to anyone who would dishonor it. Nor would they allow anyone to
dishonor it. The family is the key component of our society and our way of life. Our

fathers and our mothers, as well as you and | alike are THE seminal core of our families.
CIFEEFE] Yet some elected representatives in the legislature want to redefine marriage and are
Ty attacking the family. They have proposed a bill in the California legislature to dilute the
family by changing the core of the family — changing the definition of marriage. They
want to allow two persons of any gender to marry. These legislators are attacking us —
you and I.

God's definition and law means nothing to them. We owe our own very
existence to God and yet they thwart Him. The Declaration of Independence clearly
states that governments, and this includes legislatures, only have that power to enact
law which they have received from the governed. We are the governed and we have spoken! We cannot allow the
Legislature to ignore our mandate. | ask you to keep this in mind if this issue should appear once again on the ballot. In
the interim, let us all honor the wisdom of our forefathers by praying for our Nation and those in power that they stop their
effort to change the definition of marriage The Legislature does not have the right to change the Laws of Nature and of God
who created nature and all of the wonders within it!

Last month, President Bush again vetoed a stem cell bill. He stated that, “"If this
legislation became law, it would compel American taxpayers for the first time in our history to
support the deliberate destruction of human embryos. | made it clear to Congress and to the
American people that | will not allow our nation to cross this moral line." His executive order
encourages scientists to work with the government to add other kinds of stem cell research to the
list of projects eligible for federal funding - so long as it does not create, harm or destroy human
embryos. Recent scientific developments have reinforced my conviction that stem cell science

can progress in ethical ways. Researchers have been investigating innovative techniques that could allow doctors and
scientists to produce stem cells just as versatile as those derived from human embryos, but without harming life, and
Congress’ action on this bill took place just after significant advances in stem cell research were reported in leading
scientific journals. These reports give us added hope that one day we may enjoy the benefits of stem cells without
destroying human life.

* From Wikipedia encyclopedia - Stem cells are primal cells found in all multi-cellular organisms that retain the ability to renew
themselves through mitotic cell division and can differentiate into a diverse range of specialized cell types. Research in the human
stem cell field grew out of findings by Canadian scientists Ernest A. McCulloch and James E. Till in the 1960s. The three broad
categories of mammalian stem cells are: embryonic stem cells, derived from blastocysts, adult stem cells, which are found in adult
tissues, and cord blood stem cells, which are found in the umbilical cord. In a developing embryo, stem cells can differentiate into all
of the specialized embryonic tissues. In adult organisms, stem cells and progenitor cells act as a repair system for the body,
replenishing specialized cells. As stem cells can be readily grown and transformed into specialized cells with characteristics
consistent with cells of various tissues such as muscles or nerves through cell culture, their use in medical therapies has been
proposed.

Montoya. We wish him well as he continues his education toward ordination.

Dear Richard,

I hope everything is all
right with you. Thank you
very much for your interest in contacting me. Here |
send you a short autobiography so that you know
more about me. | was born in November 1, 1975 in
Acambaro, Guanajuato, Mexico, and grew up in a
small town called San Cayetano, which belongs to
the municipality of Acambaro. My dad’s name is
Apolonio Montoya and my mom'’s is Maria Refugio Juarez. | am the eldest of seven children. | was eighteen years old when
| came to the United States. The reason for my coming here was mainly to help my father support my family. Once being in
the United States, 1 found a job as a broccoli crop worker in Greenfield, CA. On my evenings, after | finished working, |
liked to play soccer, read magazines, listen to music, and watched TV. This routine continued for about a year until | was
invited to a charismatic prayer group in Holy Trinity Church.

As | continued participating in this Church, little by little | became involved in many different Church ministries, such as
the youth group, bible study, choir, proclamation of the Word group, and the like. In this prayer group, | began to experience
the love of God. It was a great community in which the priority or main goal was to lead the person to a personal encounter
with God. In my case, | did experience God in my life in a way difficult to describe in words, but mainly it was as through the
love, friendship and understanding of the community, and my personal relationship Jesus. In fact, this experience of
understanding of God made me change my way of life. After that experience, my main concern was to build my relationship
with Jesus and Mary. | began to be less selfish, becoming more interested in helping others. In fact, it was in this
community that | felt God'’s call to the priesthood.

| began to consider the possibility to join the seminary to become a priest when | was about 20 years old. After this
discerning for about a year, | said “Yes” to God and went to the rectory to talk with my pastor about my decision.
Subsequently, he connected me to the diocese of Sacramento, and then, around a year later, | got accepted as a candidate
to the priesthood. Once being in the Diocese of Sacramento, | began to go to school to get my GED certificate, and after
two months of studying that, | was sent to an extension of the University of Davis to study English, as a second language,
which | finished in the spring of 2000. After finishing my English studies, | came to Mount Angel seminary in the fall of 2000.
Here, | began my process of seminary formation toward priesthood as well as the difficult task of taking undergraduate
classes in a second language. My transition into the seminary was positive, though | had a hard time with my classes.
However, as | continued studying, | realized that little by little, | became more able to handle the classes. | felt more the
difference of my improvement in my third and fourth year of college. | noticed this mainly when | realized that | was grasping
more deeply my philosophy readings, which before took me so much difficulty and time to read and understand. | graduated
from college in 2004, finished two years of theology, and right now | am doing my pastoral year.

In general, | consider my life in the seminary a blessing. When | reflect on what | have experienced since | responded to
God'’s call, | see that behind all this process God has been always present. There have been challenges, achievements,
and ups and downs. However, | think that my process of growth and development has been positive. | also acknowledge
that the support and help of my family, fiends and others has been very important in the process of my seminary formation.
| know that | am not alone in my journey toward priesthood, and that God has given me many gifts to share them with
others.

To become a priest, | still need to take two more years of graduate studies and finish my pastoral year. | am still two
years and a few months away from possible priestly ordination. | only hope that God will give me the strength and the love
to follow his call and his will.

This is the 4th year we have been requested to facilitate
the appreciation dinner for the Theater Arts Dept of St Francis High School in
Sacramento.

The event location is out of service jurisdiction and is actually covered
by another local Council, 953, but they have not addressed St Francis's
request and our overtures to work together or take over this event. We enjoy
doing the event and if need be, have this program on our 2007-2008 calendar.
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Plato taught that a superabundant and unknowable God emanated out in a series of levels, each emanation being
less perfect. The ninth emanation looked back and attempted to comprehend the unknowable God and thereby separated
from the One. Perhaps Plato imaged himself looking toward the infinite and feeling separated and broken. This backward
glance brought about a flawed demiurge or mini-power. The demiurge (fallen angel) then created a universe separated
from God, which included man and the world. The loving God chose to redeem the fallen man by sprinkling sparks of
Sophia (wisdom) into lost humanity. In the early Church, there was a Christian sect known as the Gnostics, the Knowers,
who believed in a type of emanation.

For the Gnostics or first Christian protestors, salvation lay not in the Church and the redemptive work of Jesus but
in capturing the sparks of wisdom that enlighten mankind. They believed that the Old Testament described the euvil
vengeful punishing demiurge and the New Testament the coming of Sophia. They had secret rituals that gave them access
to God. The Christian Agnostics flourished in first century Egypt and used a number of gospel stories that we now call
apocryphal (not approved as canonical) such as the gospels of Thomas, Mary, Peter, James, Mary Magdalene and the
recently discovered Judas.

Heresies do not die easily. There are still many who, like the early agnostics, seek salvation in occult knowledge
such as the Rosicrucian, Scientologist and Theosophists. They believe that they have secret revelations and/or intuitive
consciousness of God that will lead them to salvation. Some of the beliefs of the Gnostics still permeate Western society,
namely that human knowledge can by itself bring salvation.

Many Christian teachers advocate a type of Gnostic religion. While not as radical as the early Gnostics,
nevertheless symptomatic of the Platonic dualism, evil bodies imprisoning a divine spark that can be awaken with
knowledge. Salvation lay, not in Sacramental life of the Church, but in knowing God through intuitive interpretation of the
Bible. They believe anyone can read the Bible and automatically know what to do for salvation (put on the Lord Jesus).
Catholics believe that they are nourished by the Gospels stories, but the heart of the Church is not in knowledge of the
Bible but living the Gospels in daily practice of the Sacramental life of the Church.

We live in an era of technological explosion. There is an obfuscation in that technology that haunts our
understanding; namely a misguided conflict between science and revelation. There are many who see science as pitted
against revelation and science having the answer to ultimate realities. Many scientists advocate an atheistic, secular and
anti-Catholic gospel. As Catholics, we cautiously listen to their theories but we remember the heretical Gnostics of the first
century. We know that the wisdom of God surpasses all human understanding. We understand that many of the flawed
fleeting fads parading as the science of today will also pass into history with the Gnostics of the first century, for such is the
wisdom of God.

At our June planning meeting, the officers prepared the following 2007-8 budget for your approval at our July business
meeting. The budget of $17,060 is quite similar in amount to last year where by analysis were very realistic and actually
came within a few percent of actual income and expenses.
