CHASING ROE:  Broken eggs and all, Chap. 2 – The Ca lifornia Scene Prior to Webster

 At the time the Myers case, in 1981, reached the California Supreme court, I had 
been a licensed attorney for two years.  I did not yet have a computer, having to type 
everything on an ancient IBM typewriter, with fancy type.  It was a miserable job, with a 
single typo requiring the entire page be retyped.  In a hurry to get my theory before the 
court, I filed a motion for leave to file an amici curiae letter brief, which was horrible in 
terms of the typos.  That motion was denied.  That letter brief pretty much followed the 
outline that I would use to write “Posterity; A constitutional peg for the unborn”, 45 AJJ 401 
(Notre Dame Law, 1995), and in my amici briefs in the U.S. Supreme Court.   I made up 
my mind, in light of the developing law, not to file anymore briefs until I had a word 
processor where typos could be corrected without wasting reams of paper, and to confine 

myself to federal litigation, because, in light of Roe, it was clear that the rights of the unborn could not be defended in 
the existing California Legal environment.  Indeed, measured by what has happened, California has gone beyond what 
the U.S. Supreme Court requires, and it may have crossed the line, depending for its decision on the California 
Constitution, and the “right to privacy” stated expressly. 
 What follows [in Jim’s full article on his website: http://www.jamesjosephlynchjr.com/  is a series of cases 
which I believe is necessary to understand the relationship of how California Law developed as distinguished from 
Federal Law.  Moreover, I intend to cover only the years up to 1983, the year that my first amicus brief was filed in 
Webster case, decided in 1983.

THIS IS A U.S. POSTAL SERVICE STORY  
 
 Our dog, Abbey, died August 23, and the day after Abbey died, my 4 year old, Meredith, was So upset. She 
wanted to write a letter to God so that He would recognize Abbey in heaven. She told me what to write, and I did.  
Then she put 2 pictures of Abbey in the envelope. We addressed it to God in Heaven, put two stamps on it because, 
as she said, it could be a long way to heaven. We put our return address on it, and I let her put it in the drop box at the 
post office that afternoon. She was absolutely sure that letter would get to heaven, and I wasn't about to disillusion her. 
 So today is Labor Day.  We took the kids to the museum in Austin, and when we came home, there was a 
package wrapped in gold on our front porch.  It was addressed to Meredith.  So... she took it inside and opened it. 
Inside was a book, When Your Pet Dies by Mr. Rogers (Fred Rogers). Inside the front cover was the letter we had 
written to God, in its opened envelope.  On the opposite page was one of the pictures of Abbey taped on the page.  On 
the back page was the other picture of Abbey, and this handwritten note on pink paper: 
 "Dear Meredith, I know that you will be happy to find out that Abbey arrived safely and soundly in heaven.  
Having the pictures you sent to me was a big help!  I recognized Abbey right away!  You 
know, Meredith, she isn't sick anymore. Her spirit is here with me, just like it stays in your 
heart... young and running and playing.  Abbey loved being your dog, you know. 
 Since we don't need our bodies in heaven, I don't have any pockets to keep 
things in. So...I am sending you your beautiful letter back with the pictures so that 
you will have this little memory book to keep.  One of my angels is taking care of this 
for me. I hope this little book will help.  Thank you for your beautiful letter.  Thank 
your mother for sending it. What a wonderful mother you have.  I picked her 
especially for you. Signed, God 
   True or not, it's a lovely story. I love that we have angels among us; some 
of them even work at the Post Office! 
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 Grief, one of the most common human emotions, is often the most 
debilitating.  Grief may occur from a disability, failed relationship, bankruptcy or 
similar traumatic event.  But more often, it is associated with the loss of a loved one.  
Grief involves both emotional trauma and a shock to the human organism.  The 
shock is very physical and affects the way the body performs.  Imagine if a person 
accidentally grabbed a high power electric wire and could not let go.  If the shock 
continues unabated, the person would soon collapse and die.  
 It is imperative that a person in grief-shock moves on and not remain in 
debilitating pain.  Failure to do, even with lesser grief, can lead to depression with 
accompanying mental and/or physical illness.  Grief is very personal.  To one 
person, job loss, family death, a bloody accident, etc. may be easily handled, but to 
another, completely immobilizing.  People's grief and their reactions to trauma are as 
individual as their fingerprints.   
 Elisabeth Ross proposed five stages in a grief cycle: denial, anger, bargaining, depression, and 
acceptance.  Denial is a refusal to accept reality.  It's a defense mechanism to block out the pain of the shock 
and is a perfectly normal initial response.  However, some people can become locked in this denial stage and 
refuse to recognize the traumatic change, even though it is perfectly obvious.   
 As a person passes the denial stage and feels the pain of the loss, it often leads to anger, which can be 
manifested in different ways such as being angry with themselves, or with others, especially those close to them.  
Knowing this can help when experiencing the anger of someone who is very upset.  It is important to not get 
caught up in their anger and recognize it is not something personal but a common stage in coming to grips with 
grief.   
 As the anger subsides, people will often try to negotiate with God or with another person.  The bargaining 
stage for people facing death can involve promises to change.  People facing less serious trauma can seek to 
negotiate a compromise such as making a pilgrimage or novena asking God for special favors.  The negotiation 
may also be with the doctor in asking for a cure when it is simply unrealistic.  
 A final stage is acceptance, which does not mean not being sad or uncertain.  It simply means that the 
person has begun to accept reality however painful it is.  It is an indication that, in spite of the trauma, there 
begins some detachment and objectivity.  People dying can often enter this stage a long time before they die.   
 For Elisabeth Ross, the stages may differ with each person and their degree of grief.  Not all people 
experience all stages and some stages might be revisited a number of times.  Movement between stages can be 
more of a flow than a progression and are not always sequential or equal in their experience.   
 A Christian belief can be a powerful buffer against the pain and shock caused by grief, but even 
Christians tend to follow the grief cycle.  No man is an island.  A person in grief may ask to be alone, but 
generally, it is helpful to verbalize the pain of grief and acknowledge the sorrow and regret that often 
accompanies grief.  Aiding a person caught in a grief cycle is one of the most valuable Christian acts a person 
can perform.   
 There are many ways to help.  Just being there and showing interest is helpful.  Listening or talking to 
them helps.  Holding a person’s hand or a compassionate hug is very powerful.  A person in shock is often 
involuntarily immobilized.  Offering assistance even of simple things such as making a telephone call, taking 
them to the store or getting lunch for them helps.  If the grief cycle continues unabated, you may need to help 
them secure professional help, which may include a priest.  Another simple way to show that you care is praying 
together with them. 
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PRAYER FOR VOCATIONS:  Loving God, You speak to us and nourish us through the life of this church 
community. In the name of Jesus, we ask you to send your Spirit to us so that men and women among us, 
young and old, will respond to your call to service and leadership in the church. We pray, especially, in our day, 
for those who hear your invitation to be a priest, sister or brother.  May those who are opening their hearts and 
minds to your call be encouraged and strengthened through our enthusiasm in your service
