Being a Christian is
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Here are three of the many questions our Field Agen ts get from time to
time. | share them and responses with you:

1. Who is my beneficiary?  The beneficiary of a
policy is determined at the time of purchase by you
(the policy owner). However, it can be changed by you
at any time during the life of the policy. Typically, your
spouse is chosen as beneficiary but other
beneficiaries include the children, brother, sister,
mother or father of the insured. Institutions and
charitable organizations can also be named
beneficiaries. All beneficiaries are identified in your policy.

2. Why aren't my dividends paying my premium? Dividends are
payable on all forms of paid up insurance except policies being kept in force
as extended term insurance. There are five dividend options to choose from:
Cash, Applied to Payment of Premiums, Accumulate with Interest, Purchase
Paid-Up Additional Insurance, and Reduce Existing Loans. When the
Applied to Payment of Premiums option is chosen, dividend payment will be
used to reduce the premium then due, if the dividend is less than the mode
premium. Otherwise, the Order will pay as many premium payments as
possible and use the remaining amount to purchase Paid-Up Additional
insurance.

3. What is the cash value of my policy?  While Knights of Columbus
cannot give such information over the phone, you should call me and | will
be able to assist you. For this and any questions regarding your policy or
consideration of a policy call me at one of the above numbers.

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CHATTING WITH FATHER TED - The Mother of God - Pr otectress of Christians

October is a month in which many Christians honor the Mother of God with
their prayers, devotions and celebrations. The month of October is dedicated to the
Holy Rosary in the Latin Church. The Feast of Our Lady of the Rosary is celebrated
on the seventh of October. The defeat of the Albigensian heretics in 1213, according
to legend, is attributed to Saint Dominic’s recitation of the Holy Rosary. Other
similar campaign victories throughout the Western Roman Empire were attributed to
the Holy Rosary from the 1200’s to the present time. The people and many popes
found the Mother of God to be a powerful Protectress and continued to turn to Her
for protection in perilous times.

When Constantinople was under siege by the
Saracens in the tenth century, the people gathered at
the church of the Most Holy Mother of God at
Blachernae, where her mantle (Veil) was preserved.

The distressed people held an all night vigil and filled the
church to overflowing. Among those present was St. Andrew the Fool for Christ
and his disciple Epiphanius; both prayed to the Mother of God pleading for
protection of the City and the Empire. The Mother of God appeared to St.
Andrew. In his vision, she removed the veil from Her head and stretched it over
the people in the Church. The Saracens immediately retreated and the city was
saved. The Constantinopolitans responded by establishing October 1 as the
Feast of the Protection of the Mother of God. When the Byzantine Empire fell to

the Turks in 1453, this feast was suppressed.

However, the Feast of the Protection of the Mother of
God is still celebrated on October 1 with great solemnity in the Slavic Byzantine
Churches throughout the world. The Rusyn Prince Jaroslav the Wise in 1037
dedicated Kievan Rus’ to the Protection of the Mother of God, making it the first
nation of Europe to be dedicated to Her protection.

Moving along to the Western Hemisphere, in 1792 the first Catholic bishop
in the USA, John Carroll of Baltimore, placed the United States “ ... under the
protection of the Mother of God under the title of the Immaculate Conception.”
This was formalized in 1847 by Pope Pius IX when he proclaimed the Immaculate
Conception as the Patroness of the United States. Since that time, the devotion of
American Catholics to the Mother of God has steadily grown into the Marian
devotions of which most of us are familiar.

CHASING ROE: Broken eggs and all — Chap. 3—The W __ebster Case

In October 1982, | was admitted to practicing law in the U.S. Supreme Court. My
first case involved a petition for a writ of certiorari in a civil rights case involving the hanging
of 5 pre-trial detainees in a local detention facility. My client was the third of five. Certiorari

case was denied. To my knowledge, it was the first pleading in that Court done on a
personal computer, using a dot matrix printer. In subsequent years, the dot matrix was all but banned, but by that time
| had a laser printer which provided excellent print.

| do not currently have a copy of the brief, and my memory of involvement is hazy at best. Suffice to say, | was
sufficiently motivated by the issues raised that | thought it might be a good vehicle to challenge the underpinnings of
Roe. What followed was a complete surprise. After filing the brief, and prior to oral argument, | received a call from
the San Francisco Daily Recorder, a legal newspaper, seeking permission to print my views, and asking for a copy of
the brief. | readily gave consent, and promised to send them a copy of the brief, which | did. | also asked, “Why me?”
to which | was informed that | was the sole west coast attorney to file a brief in opposition to Roe v. Wade! Even more
surprising was the result. A four page spread with James J Brosnahan Jr, Pro Roe v. Wade; James Joseph Lynch, Jr,
Con Roe v. Wade, with Mr. Brosnahan on the left side of each page, and my views on the right side.

What made Webster important was the fact that the State declared that, “unborn children have protectable
interests in life, health, and well-being[.]” This was the first real opportunity to challenge the notion that the unborn
were not a person in the Constitutional sense. In a post hoc session with interested people at the Beergarten across
the street from the Cathedral, we discussed the implications of Webster, and where we were going, and what could be
done. | summed up the situation as thus, “I have been working on Roe for some time. Webster represented a turning
point. But you have to realize, | am like a tiny tug boat trying to get the huge Queen Elizabeth to reverse course. What
| have been able to do, so far, was to slow the Queen Elisabeth down, and change course, somewhat. It will take
further effort to get it to turn around.”

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In 1940, Hitler began his campaign to exterminate mentally handicapped persons to prevent them from
contaminating the purity of the Nordic race. The Nazi regime immediately began to implement racial hygienist policies
with the 1933 “Law for the Prevention of Hereditarily Diseased Offspring” which prescribed compulsory sterilization for
mentally retarded people. But it was not until 1940 that Hitler began systematic execution of mentally handicapped
persons.

In the same year, Hitler invaded neutral Norway and Denmark, again following the practice of executing the
mentally disabled persons in hospitals. Sweden had a serious problem. If Hitler captured other neutral countries, how
long would it be before he attacked Sweden and executed their mentally retarded citizens? In a bold move, they
emptied their mental hospitals and sent the patients into private homes. The only basic instruction given to the
volunteer families was to try to make them act normal so that the Nazis would not recognize them as mentally
retarded.

After the war, Sweden again began to reopen their hospitals, but they had a different problem. They could not
find many of their patients. They acted so normal and blended into the community so well that many of them found
jobs, got married, had children and were living the life of ‘normal people’.

Before the turn of the 20" century, California began building many state hospitals. Treatments included
incarceration, electric shock, hydrotherapy, lobotomy, sterilization and other forms of inhumane treatment. Involuntary
incarceration continued until 1972 when the Lanterman Act declared that persons with developmental disabilities have
the same legal rights guaranteed by law to all citizens.

The reasons for building remote state hospitals include getting them out of public sight and shielding the public
from erratic behavior. A major change in treatment came with the advent of psychotropic drugs. People who would
otherwise pose a treat to the community could be controlled with medication. Another major change came when
people began to understand the nature of normalization. In 1910 persons with mental retardation were called feeble-
minded with classifications such as idiot (under two year old), an imbecile, (up to seven) and moron, (up to twelve).
When people were given such labels and given permission to act deviant, they acted accordingly.

After the 1950s, many people were released from state hospitals to community care facilities. While the
rationale was that it was more humane, economics drove
the program. The expensive incarceration funds were
supposed to be redirected toward community patient
resources. Unfortunately, resources were not funded and
many people were dropped into the communities, stopped
taking their medication and ended up as homeless vagrants.

The Knights have a special dedication to persons
who are mentally challenged. Under ideal circumstances,
sufficient public money would be available to meet all their
needs. The money from our Drive goes to support the
Catholic Diocese’'s Camp Recreation. Under this program,
an outdoor camping experience is provided to mentally
challenged persons. This is an important resource in
helping the family and individuals in the normalization
process.
